I understand that until late 2007 North Yorkshire Police used to make the tax relief deductions at source but have since been instructed by yourselves to refrain from doing so.

I therefore request you check my records for the relevant years to ensure I have been getting my full allowance. For any period where I have not I wish to apply for relief on those subscriptions, as per the agreement outlined above. 

I also wish to claim the relevant proportion of the £55 per annum Flat Rate allowance, up to 31 March 2007 which was increased to £110 per annum with effect from 1 April 2007, and then to £140 with effect from 1 April 2008 also agreed by the Police Federation with you.
